The Russian Federation

The Russian Federation is the largest country in the world. It occupies about
one seventh of the earth's surface. It covers the eastern part of Europe and the
northern part of Asia. Its total area is about 17 millionasgkkilometers. The country
is washed by 12 seas of 3 oceans: the Pacific, the Arctic and the Atlantic. In the south
Russia borders on China, Mongolia, Korea, Kazakhstan, Georgia and Azerbaijan. In
the west, it borders on Norway, Finland, the Baltic Std&@gelorussia, the Ukraine. It
also has a seaboard with USA.

There is hardly a country where such a variety of scenery and vegetation can
be found. We have steppes in the south, plains and forests in the midland, tundra and
taiga in the north, highlands édualeserts in the east. There are over 2 million rivers in
Russia. The country is rich in beautiful lakes. The world's deepest lake, Baikal, is
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situated in Russia. They say, that the water in the lake is so clear, that if you look
down you can even countostes on the bottom. Russia has one sixth of world's
forests. They are concentrated in the European north of the country, in Siberia and in
the Far East. On the vast territory of the country there are various types of climate,
from arctic in the north to s&dropical in the south.

Russia i s v elisn are, matural gas, cappet and other @ineral
resources. Nature has richly bestowed upon Russia all the mineral resources.

The Russian language is the first language of more than 220 million of people
throughout the world, and it is the official language of the Russian Federation. It is
also spoken to some extent by the 130 million of people in former republics of the
USSR.

The Russians are very hospitable. They have a great sense of patriotism. They
are generous, emotional, kifarted and loyal to their families. From my point of
view Russians are patriarchal, dogmatic in following conventional values. They are
mostly faitHul and traditionloving. When the Russians invite guests for a meal the
table is usually groaning with food.

Moscow

Moscow is the capital of Russia, its political, economic, commercial and
cultural centre. It was founded 8 centuries ago by Prince Daigoruky. Historians
have accepted the year of 1147 as the start of Moscow's history.

Gradually the city became more and more powerful. In the 16th century under
the tzar Ivan the Terrible Moscow became the capital of the new united state. Though
Peter tle Great moved the capital to St Petersburg in 1712, Moscow remained the
heart of Russia. That is why it became the main target of Napoleon's attack. Three
guarters of the city was destroyed by fire during Napoleon's occupation, but by the
mid-19th century Moscow had been completely restored. After the October
revolution Moscow became the capital again.

Now Moscow is one of the largest cities in Europe. Its total area is about nine
hundred square kilometres (ancient Moscow occupied the territory of thetpdage
Kremlin). The population of the city is over 9 million.

Moscow is one of the most beautiful cities in the world. The heart of Moscow
iIs Red Square. It has more historic associations than any other place in Moscow. The
Kremlin and St Basil's Cathedr@Vasily Blazheny) are masterpieces of ancient
Russian architecture.

The main Kremlin tower, the Spasskaya Tower, has become the symbol of the
country. On the territory of the Kremlin you can see old cathedrals, the Bell Tower of
Ivan the Great, the Tz&annon and the Tzdell, the biggest cannon and bell in the
world. St Basil's Cathedral was built in the rAliith century in memory of the
victory over Kazan. There's a legend that Ivan the Terrible blinded the architects
Barma and Postnik, because hendidvant them to create another masterpiece.

There are a lot of beautiful palaces, old mansions, cathedrals, churches and
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monuments in Moscow. Now Moscow is being reconstructed and we all hope that in
a few years the city will become even more beautiful.

There are more than 100 museums in Moscow. The largest museums are the
Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts and the State Tretyakov Gallery. Other unique
museums in Moscow include the Afussia Museum of Folk Arts, the Andrei
Rublev Museum of Early Russian Art, Mi&il Glinka Museum of Musical Culture
and many others.

Moscow is famous for its theatres. The bBasbwn of them is the Bolshoi
Opera House. Drama theatres and studios are also very popular.

Political System of Russia

The Russian Federation is a Prestd@n(or a constitutional) republic. The
President is the head of the state and is elected directly by db&epi fact he has
much power he controls all the three branches of power. The President can even
dissolve the Duma if he doesn't agree with his suggestions three times running. The
President has his administration, but it's not part of the Federal Government. The
President is involw in the work of the legislative and executive branches.

The Federal Assembly represents Ltiegislative branch of power. Isimade
up of the two houses: the Federat@ounciland the State Duma, which make laws.
The Federal Assembly is alsalled the Parliament but itis not itsofficial name.

Both chambers are headed by chairmen sometimes called speakers. The Duma
consists of 450 deputiesr(ie half is elected personally Ithe population, and the

other half consists of the deputies who are appoinyethéir parties after voting).

The members of the Federati@ouncil are elected on a different basis. There are
two representatives of each subject of the RF (89 subjects). Every law to be adapted
must be approved by the State Duma, @oaincil of Federabn and signed by the
President. The President can veto laws passed by the Federal Assembly, but it can
pass laws over the President's veto atiwas majority.

The Federal Government represents the executive branch of power. The
Presiagnt appoints its éad, the Chaman of the Government, but the Damnust
approve his appointment.

The juridical branch of power consists of the Constitutional Court, the Supreme
Court and lower Courts. The responsibility of the Constitutional Court is to analyse
the new law to make sure they correspond to the laws of the state. The
Constitutional Court hathe right to declare actions of the President, the Federal
Assembly and the Federal Government unconstitutional. The Supreme Court is the
highestinstance for civil andreminal cases.

St. Dmitry Rostovsky: a Legend and aReal Person

Rostovon-Don bears the name of an outstanding peiisdthe metropolitan
Dmitry Rostovsky. The monument to Dmitry Rostovsky stands in front of the
cathedral in the Market square. But it happened so that Dmitry Rostovsky had never
been to our city. He hadedl fifty years before his name was given to a new fortress
on the river Don and the status of a saint had been imposed upon him only four years
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before this event.

The biography of Dmitry Rostovsky is a bright example of great innovations
introduced byPeter I. He was born in the family of a cossack Savva Tuptalo in
December 1651 and his initial name was Daniil. As g heywas smart, curious and
passionately wanted to study. He got education in Kiev, then he became a monk and
took a name of Dmitry. H&knew several foreign languages, traveled much and
possessed a rare talent to communicate with people. He became the metropolitan of
Rostov the Great and Yaroslavl.

He left many books among which there are not only religious but historical,
poeic and dramaworks. One of theni Christmas Drama was staged in Rostov
some years ago and had a success.

Being the metropolitan he stayed an unpretentious person who took care of
education, health protection and hated bribery and ambitions. When he died in 1709
he left no gold or money but several unfinished papers which were put into the coffin
according to his will.

ROSTOV-ON-DON

Rostovon-Don is an important administrative, industrial, scientific and
cultural centre in the south of Russia. It is the main city of the Rostov Region, one of
the largest and most economically developed regidrigussia. It is also the capital
of the Southern Federal District, the place where there is the office of the
Representative of the President of the Russian Federation.

Rostov was founded on the-15 of December, 1749 and at first it was meant
to be afortress. It was named after the metropolitan Dmitry Rostovsky and its
functions were to defend the Southern borders of Russia against the numerous
enemies. Rostov grew rapidly thanks to its advantageous geographical position.
Being the largest fortress ithhe South of Russia the town has always played a
significant role in its policy and economy. Apart from being a major port, where the
vessels of Russian, Armenian, Greek, Italian and Turkish merchants arrived, it was an
important strategic point.

Rostovon-Don is situated on the right and left banks of the river Don.
Rostov stands on the border line between Europe and Asia and one can move from
one continent to the other simply crossing the bridge over the Don (for example,
going to Bataysk).

Rostov was aarded with the order of Lenin in 1970 for a great success in the
development of numerous branches of economy and industry and especially of the
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agricultural machinduilding. In February 1982 it got another orddihe Order of
the Great Patriotic War for courage displayed by the citizens during the war years
as well as cultural and economic achievements during theyaogieriod.

After the construction of the VolgAon Shipping Canal in 1952 Rostov
became a port of five seas: the Black Sea, the Azovtbe& aspian Sea, the White
Sea and the Baltic Sea. Modern riverseagoing vessels and imposingly looking
ships make regular voyages from Rostov to the central part of Russia and to many
Mediterranean ports.

Rostov is a large railway junction. Hundreafstrains run through Rostov.
Rostov is <called ¢The Gates to the Ca
passengers to reach almost all the cities of Russia, the C.I.S. and a number of foreign
countries in the shortest period of time.

Rostov is one of #largest cities ifRussia Its population exceeds 1 million.
Rostov is a multinational city.

Many branches of industry are developed in Rostov: agricultural machine
building, vessel helicopterbuilding, foodprocessing, etc. Dozens of Rostov
factories and plants produce pianos and other musical instruments;wéaot
refrigerators, wine and strong drinks, furniture, clocks and many other goods. The
main branches of agriculture are vegetaldad wheagrowing, winecultivating,
cattlebreedingand fishng. The Don horses are famous all over the world. The
Rostov Region is rich in different vegetables and fruit. Its landscapes, sunny weather
in summer, sangdshores, historical sightand picturesque landscapes attract tourists
from all over the world.

The city has rich cultural traditions. The names of dozens ofkmelvn
figures of art, literature and science are connected with our city: they either lived or
worked in Rostov or nearby: the writers A.Chekhov, M. Sholokhov. Zakrutkin,
Fadeev, SafronoKalinin, the architect E. Vuchetich, the scientists Solzhenitsin and
Zhdanov,the actress Maretskaya, the composers Zaslavsky, Nazaretov and many,
many others. Here the composer Moussorgsky gave his concerts, and the writer
Maxim Gorky, being a youth, wked as a docker. A great Russian actor Mikhail
Schepkin performed in the jhtre and a celebrated explorer of the Arctic Seas
Georgy Sedov dreamt about his expeditions. Rostov remembers its glorious sons: the
doctor S. Feodorov, the armenian writer andigimiener M. Nalbandyan, the artist
Sarayan, etc.

There are about sixty higher educational establishments in Rostov, both state
and commercial. The most prominent among them are the South Federal University,
the Rostov State Transport University, the Res&tate Economic University, The
Don Technical University, The Medical University, the Conservatoire named after
Rakhmaninov The universitiesconfirm Bachelor and Master Degrees to their
graduates. There are many libraries in Rostov and the -RugkianPublic Library
is the richest and largest in the Northern Caucasus. Thefeuatbeatres in the city:

The Drama Theatre named after Maxim Gorky, the Musical Theatre, thth You
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Theatreand the Puppet Theatre. Besides there is the Philharmonic, the elaze C
named after Kim Nazaretov, many music schools and art studios.

The Rostovites are proud of their Art Galleries and the Museum of Arts
which are not very big but their collections are really impressive and include some
genuine works by such master§ Russian painting as Repin, Surikov, Perov,
Levitan, Aivazovsky as well as of modern Rostov artists.

In Rostov there are also 9 museums, 7 stadia, a Palace of Sports, a circus, a
zoo and many beautiful parks. The Rostov Regional Local Lore Museum tgves i
visitors a good idea of Rostov and its surroundingseir history, culture, nature and
the traditions and life of the Cossacks.

The modern Rostov is a significant commercial centre as well: there are
dozens of commercial banks, hundreds of jointkstmmmpanies, joint ventures and
thousands of commercial shops in Rostov. Lately the central streets of the city have
become especially beautiful and bright thanks to the attractive-vsimolows and
illumination.

Rostov has various and productive ties wille foreign countries. Many
Rostovites study or work in the U.S.A., Great Britain, China, Belgium, Cyprus and
other countries. Rostov has twaities relations with Glasgow (Great Britain),
Dortmund (Germany), Leman (France), Pleven (Bulgarajtalya (Tukey) and
some other cities. AlImost every month a delegation from one of them visits Rostov in
order to promote economic and cultural relations.

All the visitors to Rostov mark its charm and special hospitality of the
Rostovites who really love and takare of their city. We all hope that our beloved
city will go on growing and become cleaner, greener, even more beautiful and
prosperous.

Russiareducational policy is a combination of economic and social objectives.
There are a lot universities and colleges in Russia. They teach almost in all subject
areas: Arts, Sciences, Law, Engineering, etc. Higher educational institutions are
headed by Rectord/ice-rectors are in charge of the academic and scientific work.
The Departments are headed by the Deans. There are subdivisions within
Departments.

Higher educational institutions train students in two types of programs.
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The first way is as follows. Adr four years of study a university graduate will
get the Bachelor's Degree. He can continue his study for two years to take his
Master's Degree. The other program provides for a diploma of the specialist after
completing five years of study. In either gram a student is trained in one
specialization. In order to receive a university degree a student writes a graduate
paper. The graduates can also continue their education and write dissertations for
advanced degrees. After three years of gostiuate remarch work and the
presentation of the dissertation it is possible to obtain the candidate degree. The next
stage is the Doctor's Degree which requires much more research work and defending
the Doctor’s dissertation.

In Russia the process of the integrat@nd reformation of higher education,
based on principles of the Bologna Declaration, is under way. For the past several
years Russian education has gained high dynamics of dewehbpn the course of
global and European trends.

The History of RSTU

Rostov State Transport University (RSTafcupies a prominent position among
the scientific and educationaktitutions of Russia.

Its history dates back to the -20of the 2@&h century. The youngocialist
republic started rapid industrial and railway construction and desperately needed skilled
engineers. On the-dt of October 1929 the Rostov Mechanical Institute of Transport
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Communication Engineers (so RSTU was called then) was opened. 292 students were
accepted to itsthree departments: Railway, Wat&ransport and Road
Construction. They were lucky to attend the lectures of the outstanding Russian
scientists, among who we can reathe mathematiciai®.D. MordukhaiBoltovskoy,

D.N. GoryachevthephysicistE.V. Bogoslovsky, the chemist N.N. Stasevich, the
engineerd\.P. Korobov, N.N. Dyakov, etc.

By the beginning of the 48 the Institute had established #slucational
process, industrial base and laboratories. Winansformation into the specialized
industrial railway institution wasompleted, it got the name of the Rostov Institute of
Railway TransporEngineers.

During the years of the Great Patriotic Wéhe Institute was evacuated to
Thilisi. Education of the railway transport engineers and scientific research
did not stop even during this hard period. More than 30 teachers and
300 specialists heroically defended our homeland.

In August 1944 when the faculty and students returned back to Rostov they
were struck seeing the ruins of the main building, Elektezhanicaldepartment,
Host el ) 1 and other buildings. But th
construct new bidings and facilities.

The RSTU Today

During the last decade Rostov State Transport University has become one of
the largest and the most prestigious higher educational establishments in the South of
Russia. Now it is a vast scientific and educational complex, comprising 9
departments, 42 chai Postgraduate and Doctorate Colleges, Computer Centre,
Virtual Railroad Complex, Experimentdkesting Plant, Engineering Centre of
Postgraduate Professional Education.

Higher education in Great Britain

There are more than 60 universities in the U.K. They are divided into free
types. First, these are old universities, such as Oxford, Cambridge and Edinburgh
Universities.Second, these are the 19th century universities, such as London and
Manchester, and at last there are the new universities. Some years ago there were alsc
polytechnics. After graduating from a polytechnic a student got a degree, but it was
not a universitydegree. 31polytechnics were given university status in 1992.

English universities differ from each other in traditions, general organization,
internal govemment, etc. British universities are comparatively small, the
approximate number is about87thowsand students. Some universities have under
3,000 students, some even less than 1,500 dres.most famous universities in
Britain are Oxford and Cambridge. They are the two oldest English universities and
they both have a long and eventful history ofitleesvn. Oxford and Cambridge are
regarded as being academically superior to other universities and as giving special
privilege and prestige. The number of students in each of them is about 20,000.
Cambridge University consists of a group of 32 independeléges. All British
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universities are private institutions. Students have to pay fees and living costs, but
every student may obtain a personal grant from local authorities.

Students studying for first degrees
lectures, there are regular seminars. After four years the students will take their finals.
Those who pass examinations successfulll
of Arts or Bachelor of Sciencé&tudents who have completed a first degree are
eligible to undertake a postgraduate degree, which includes Master's degree (typically
taken in one year), Doctorate degree (typically taken in three yegmns).first
postgraduateegree is Master of Arts, Master of Science. Doctor of Philosophy is the
highest degree.

The Open University was founded in 1969 and started its first course in 1971.
The Open University offers degrees for people who do not have a formal education
and quéfications, or who are much older than 16. Students study at home and then
post their paper off to a tutor for marking. Most courses take six years and students
get a number of credits for each year ¢
since then.

The full name of the country the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland. The UK consists of England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland.

The Thames is the
deepest and the longest of the British rivers. Some of the Britiskegrgaorts are
situated on the Thames, Mersey, Trent, Clyde and Bristol Avon. Great Britain is not
very rich in mineral resources, it has some deposits of coal and iron ore and vast
deposits of oil and gas that were discovered in the North Sea.

The warm curents of the Atlantic Ocean influence the climate of Great Britain.
Winters are not severely cold and. summers are rarely hot.

The population of the United Kingdom is over 58 million people. The main
nationalities are: English, Welsh, Scottish and IrieiGreat Britain there are a lot of
immigrants from former British Asian and African colonies. Great Britain is a highly
industrialized country. New industries have been developed in the last three decades.
The main industrial centres are London, Birmiagh Manchester, Leeds, Liverpool,
Glasgow and Bristol.

The capital of the country is London. London is also the capital of England.
The capital of Scotland is Edinburgh, the capital of Wales is Cardiff and of the
Northern Irelandi Belfast. Every part otthe country has its national flowers:

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London

To the west of Westminster is West End. Here we find most of the big shops,
hotels, museums, art galleries, theatres and concert halls. Picadilly Circus is the heart
of London's West End. In the West End there are wide streets with beautiful houses
and many parks, gardens and squares.

The West End is the richest and most beautiful part of London. It is the symbol
of wealth and luxury. The best hotels, shops, restaurahiss, and theatres are
situated there.

The Trafalgar Square is the geographical centre of London. It was named in
memory of Admiral Nelson's victory in the battle of Trafalgar in 1805. The tall
Nelson's Column stands in the middle of the square.

On the mrth side of the Trafalgar Square is the National Portrait Gallery. Not
far away is thdritish Museum the biggest museum in London. It contains a
priceless collection of ancient manuscripts, coins, sculpturesaattis also famous
for its library.

The United States of America is the fourth largest country in the world (after
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Russia, Canada, and China). It occupies the southern part of North America and
stretches from the Pacific to the Atlantic Ocean. It also includes Alaska in the north
and Hawaii in the Pacific Ocean. The total area of the country is about nine and a half
million square kilometres. The USA borders on Canada in the north and on Mexico in
the south. It also hassea boardewith Russia.

The USA is made up of 50 states and the District of Columbia where the
capital of the country, Washington, is situated. Tapypation of the country is about
250 million.

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chose the place for the District and laid in 1790 the cestwere of the Capitol, where
Congress sits.

Washington is not the largest city in the USA. It has a population of 900 000
people. Washington is a omedustry town. That industrg government. It does not
produce anything except very much scrap paper. Every day 25 railway cars leave
Washington loaded with scrap paper.

Washington has many historical places. The largest and tallest among the
buildings is the Capitol with its gredlouse of Representatives and the Senate
chamber. There are no skyscrapers in Washington because no other building must be
taller than the Capitol. The White House is the President's residence. All American
presidents except George Washington (the Whiteselowas not yet built in his
time), have lived in the White House. It was built in 1799. It is adtoied, white
building.

Not far from the Capitol is the Washington Monument, which looks like a very
big pencil. It rises 160 metres and is hollow ins@epecial lift brings visitors to the
top in 70 seconds from where they can enjoy a wonderful view of the whole city.

The Jefferson Memorial was built in memory of the third President of the USA,
Thomas Jefferson, who was also the author of the Decla@timdependence. The
memorial is surrounded by cheitnges. The Lincoln Memorial devoted to the
memory of the 16th President of the US, the author of the Emancipation
Proclamation, which gave freedom to Negro slaves in America.

On the other bank of theoBbmac lies the Arlington National Cemetery where
President Kennedy was buried. American soldiers and officers, who died in World
Wars | and Il are buried there too.
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Political System of Great Britain

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is a constitutional
monarchy. It means that the sovereign reigns but does not rule.

Britain does not have a written constitution, but a séws.

Parliament is the most important authority in Britain. Technically Parliament is
made up of three parts: the Monarch, the House of Lords; and the House of
Commons. In reality the House of Commons is the only one of the three which has
true power.

The monarch serves formally as head of state. But the monarch is expected to
be politically neutral and should not make political decisions.

The present sovereign is Queen Elizabeth Il. She was crowned in Westminster
Abbey in 1953.

The House of Commons cos& of Members of Parliament. There are 650 of
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them in the House of Commons. They are elected by secret ballot. General elections
are held every five years. The country is divided into 650 constituencies. All citizens,
aged 18 and registered in a constiiwye have the right to vote. But voting is not
compulsory in Britain. Only persons convicted of corrupt and certain mentally ill
patients don't take part in voting.

There are few political parties in Britain thanks to the British electoral system.
The mainones are: the Conservative Party, the Labour Party and the Liberal / Social
Democratic Alliance.

Each political party puts up one candidate for each constituency. The one who
wins the most votes is elected MP for that area.

The party which wins the moseats in Parliament forms the Government. Its
leader becomes the Prime Minister. His first job is to choose his Cabinet. The Prime
Minister usually takes policy decisions with the agreement of the Cabinet.

The functions of the House of Commons are legmhatand scrutiny of
government activities. The House of Commons is presided over by the Speaker. The
Speaker is appointed by the Government.

The House of Lords comprises about 1,200 peers. It is presided by the Lord
Chancellor. The House of Lords has nol npawer. It acts rather as an advisory
council.

It's in the House of Commons that new bills are introduced and debated. If the
majority of the members are in favour of a bill, it goes to the House of Lords to be
debated. The House of Lords has the righteject a new bill twice.

But after two rejections they are obliged to accept it. And finally a bill goes to
the monarch to be signed. Only then it becomes law.

Parliament is responsible for British national policy. Local governments are
responsible for @anizing of education, police and many others.

She studied geography at St. Hugh's College at Oxford University and earnel her B
degree in 1977. It was during this time she had met her husband Phillip May and the
two married in 1980.

After graduation, May spent the next 20 years working in the financial sector
before making her way into the education and political sectors imitié80s and
'90s. She was elected as Conservative MP (Member of Parliament) of Maidenhead in
1997.

She's considered a liberal conservative and further describes herself as a One
Nation Conservative.

In 2002 May was appointed as the first female ChairnfaheoConservative
Party

May has been married to her financier husband, Philip May, since 1980. The
couple have spoken publicly about their inability to have children due to May's health
issues. In 2012 May was diagnosed with Type 1 Diabetes.

Outside ofpolitical life, May has a reputation for her style and fondness for
shoes. She reportedly wore leopard print heels when she made her "Nasty Party"
speech in 2002.

May is an Anglican and worships regularly. She has stated that her faith ".... is
part of melt is part of who | am and therefore how | approach things."

US Government
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The USA is a presidential republic. The legislative branch of the US
Government, or the Congress, represents all of the American states. It consists of two
parts: the House dRepresentatives and the Senate. Each state has two senators, who
are elected every 6 years. A senator must be at least 30 years old, a citizen of the
United States for 9 years, and live in the state she or he will represent. A
representative must be at$e25 years old, a citizen for 7 years, and live in the state.

The job of the Congress is to make laws. The President can veto a bill. The
Congress can pass the law anyway if it gets athwds majority vote. The Congress
can also declare w*r. The Housé& Representatives can also impeach the President.
This means that the House can charge the President with a crime. In this case, the
Senate will put the President on trial. The Senate votes to approve the justices that the
President appoints to the Supe@ourt.

The executive branch of the government puts the country's laws into effect.
The President of the United States is a member of the executive branch. The
President must be at least 35 years old, and be a natural citizen of the USA. In
addition, he rast have lived in the US for at least 14 years, and be a civilian. The
President is elected every foyears and cannot serve more thamo terms. The
Vice-President of the USA is president of the Senate. When the President receives a
bill from the Congres, he must sign it, and then the bill becomes a law. However, if
he disagrees with the law, he can veto it. The President can also ask the Congress to
declare war. He also appoints the justices to the Supreme Court. He must do his job
according to the Congution, or he may be impeached.

The judicial branch of the government is the system of courts in the United
States. Its job is to enforce laws. The Supreme Court is the highest court in the
country. It consists of 9 justices: one Chief Justice and 8ciassgustices. The
President appoints the justices, but the Senate must approve them. The justices are
appointed for life. The Supreme Court makes sure that people obey the laws. The
Supreme Court can also decide if a law is constitutional, that igsifnitagreement
with the Constitution. The judicial branch works together with the legislative and
executive branches to protect the Constitution and the rights of people.

Abraham Lincoln

Abraham Lincoln is the most famous example of the "Amerdraam". Many
Americans think that in their country a man may rise from the lowest to the highest
position in their land. That was exactly what Lincoln did. .

He was born in 1809 in a small farm in Kentucky. When Abraham was quite
young, the family moved tohe wild forest land of Indiana. He hardly had any
education; he only learned to read and write and do simple arithmetic. In 1830
Abraham left his father's farm and went to Springfield, lllinois. There he became a
clerk in a store and worked hard to impeohis educatio. In 1836 he became a
lawyer.

He entered politics, too, and in 1834 became a candidate to the Parliament of
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lllinois. He soon became a force in the political life. In 1847 he went as a
Congressman to the Nationasgembly (National Parliagmt).

Slavery was then becoming a burning question in American politics. Many
people in the Northern states waited to abolish it; the Southern states opposed the
abolition. The Southerners said that it weald mean economic rain for them. The
reason was mahe prosperity of the South was based on cegtamwing, and only
Negroes worked there. The Southerners threatened that if the North didn't cease its
fight against slavery, the Southern states would leave the Union. They wanted to fo
an independent "Cdederacy"

In 1860 Lincoln was elected President of the USA. In 1861 seven states left the
Union and elected their own President, Jefferson ©avhe Confederacy was
formed.

Lincoln was strongly against slavery and even more strongly against the break
up of the Union. In 1862 the American Civil War betwabe Norm and the South
began.

At first the war went badly for the North. The Southerners headed by General
Robert Lee and Colonel Jackson won some brilliant victories. But Lincoln did not
lose courageOn April, 9 General Lee surrendered. The Civil War was over. Lincoln
tried to convince former enemiegat they should live in peace.

On April, 14 the President and his wife visited a theatre in Washington. During
the performance Lincoln was shot by atoaevho supported Confederacy. Abraham
Lincoln died next morning.

People admire Lincoln for political moderation. They admire him because he

Isaac Newton

Newton, one of the greatest scientists of all times was born in 1642 in the little
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village in Lincolnshire, England. His father was a farmer and died before Newton
was born. His mother was a clever woman whom he always loved.

After the school, Newton stueli mathematics at Cambridge university and
received his degree in 1665. Then the university was closed because of the danger of
plague and Newton went home for eighteen months. It was most important period in
his life when he m@e his three great discovesii the discoveris of the differential
calculus of the nature of white light, and of the law of gravitation.

These discoveries are still important for the modern science. Newton had
always been interested in the problems of light. Many people saw sobdua
rainbow but only Newton showed, by his experiments, that white light consists of
these colours.

It is interesting how he discovered the law gravitation. Once, as he sat at the
garden, his attention was drawn by the fall of an apple. Many peoplswsawan
usual thing before.

But it was Newton who asked himself a question: "Why does that apple fall
perpendicularly to the ground? Why doesn't it go sidewards or upwards?" The answer
to this question was the theory of gravitation, discovered by Newton.

Newton died at the age of 84, and was buried in Westminster Abbey, where his
monument stands today.

Andrei Sakharov

Andrei Dmitrievich Sakharov, an outstanding scientist and public figure, was
born in 1921.

The biography of A. Sakharov as one of theecret" authorities in
thermonuclear physics mainly falls on the times of the "thaw" In 1948 he began
serious work on hydrogen bomb and while working on the problem he came to the
conclusion that any atomic and nuclear should be banned.

He wrote many anties on the problems which were published abroad. He
protested against the invasion Afghanistan against every violation of human
rights.

Abroad Sakharov wasecognizedas a civil rights activist and received the
Peace Nobel's Prize. At home he was garted, deprived of all his titles and orders
and exiled to the city of Gorky. In Gorky he continued to work for peace, justice and
human rights.

Only in 1985 A. D. Sakharov was allowed to come back to Moscow. He was
given back all his titles and was elkedta deputy of the Supreme Soviet. But he died
in December 1989.

A. D. Sakharov is remembered by everybody as an outstanding humanist and
philosopher.
